The coding for framing, floor and roof structural units as shown above
is used in describing the construction of fire-resistive buildings. In addi-
tion, reports for fire-resistive buildings will show the date built and wall
construction when other than brick.

FP buildings have masonry floors and roof; concrete and/or directly or
indirectly protected steel framing; and clay brick, stone or poured con-
crete walls.

FPX buildings are FP buildings with inferior walls such as concrete
block, cement brick, metal or glass panels, etc.

NC buildings have unprotected steel framing and fire-resistive but non-
masonry floors and roof.
